I've saved this cookbook sample on my iPad for sometime and finally decided to purchase the
cookbook. I'm sorry | bought the book and | will return it to . Why?While the recipes look delicious,
and the recipes are favorites from Irish families, the recipes are incomplete or use the scale for
weighing ingredients. As most American kitchens do not use a kitchen scale to weigh ingredients,

this cookbook would not be easy to cook from.Also, some of the recipes are lacking the pan size or



temperature needed to bake the recipe in question. A good example of this missing information is
the recipe called Uncle Frank’s Lemon Cake. The recipe does not give the temperature needed to
bake the cake nor does the recipe give a pan size. Another recipe that suffers from this missing
detail is the Queen Cakes.A good cookbook should have the needed pan sizes and temperatures
needed to complete the recipe. It would also be helpful if the cookbook used cooking measurements
found in the country the book is published in.Some of the recipes you will find in this cookbook
include:Old-Fashioned Orange MarmaladePhil Young’'s Gran’s Potato SoupAnn’s Gently Cooked
BeefsteakAn Economical Sheep’s HeadOld-Fashioned Soda SconesMother’'s PuddingRecommend
