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There are more expensive coin folders for a really exclusive collection. However, these folders are

best for keeping common circulated Buffalo nickels. The folders work great. Sometimes the hole for

a given nickel seems a little small, but that is better than a hole that is too big.

It's just too hard to insert the nickels into these tight slots. The board is well made, but otherwise a

disappointment. I bought it for child. Getting the coins in the slots is challenging even for an adult.

I've used whitman coin folders for some time and it's a great way to store coins that are not

certified.It also gives you quick visibility on the coins your missing in your collection. Highly

Recommended.
