But back home

things are going from bad to worse. Missy is moving out. Emilyâ€™s mother and her step sister Cat

are moving in and itâ€™s not right. Emily doesnâ€™t know why her father wants to patch things up

with her mother but she knows that she doesnâ€™t want him to. And Fox Run is hosting a

Halloween show. It will be Bluebirdâ€™s big comeback and a chance to show everyone that he is

back in the game. But Emily has to keep Socks in the game too now that they have been picked for

the team but she is worried that with Missy moving out, it wonâ€™t be long before she changes her

mind and takes Socks away from her forever. So when a new horse shows up on the circuit that

everyone wants to buy, Emily thinks that maybe he might be the one to replace Socks in her stable

of jumpers. But there is something about the horse. A dangerous past that the owners want to keep

hidden. But danger is exactly what Emily needs because living on the edge is the only way she can

escape everything else in her life and riding dangerous horses can give her that thrill. But at what

cost?
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I'm really beginning to wonder why I still read this series, but I started at the beginning so I might as

well see it through to the end, although at 23 books and still going, who knows how much longer it'll

continue. It's got to end sometime, right? I haven't reviewed all of the books and I wasn't even sure I

was going to do this one, but decided I should. Why? Good question. Maybe because some of it is

so ridiculous, I feel the need to express myself. So let's get started.When Mickey and Emily were

getting ready to go riding, Mickey was saddling Hampton and he puffed up full of air to keep the

girth from being done up too tight. It said Mickey poked him in the side and told him to stop it and he

"rolled his eyes" (quotes by me) and let out the breath. Well, unless Hampton is a cartoon, he can't

roll his eyes in that manner. He can roll them back in fear, but not roll them in exasperation. That

was probably the silliest thing I'd read in the book. And how does a horse look smug anyway?In this

book, Taylor's Tack Emporium was described as a dump with only a tiny corner for horse items and

was full of sweaty farmers going there to pick up feed for their cows and hogs. Since when is

Taylor's a place to be avoided by Emily for reasons other than Taylor doesn't like her being involved

with Jordan? Besides, Taylor's is supposed to be Emily's sponsor. After 18 or however many books

it's been since Taylor's was first mentioned, it doesn't make sense to suddenly change what the

place was like because I'm pretty sure in the early part of the series, it was a much better place that

Emily enjoyed visiting and it had a lot of stuff for horses.
